� StarWind is a full featured software-only application that runs on 
Microsoft Windows operating systems

� StarWind enables any Windows machine to act as an iSCSI target 
device

� StarWind enables Directly Attached Storage (DAS) to be accessible 
over an IP network

� StarWind is easy to install and configure



Why use StarWind vs. dedicated 
iSCSI hardware? 

� StarWind allows you to leverage existing investments in 
server hardware and IP infrastructure. 

� If the StarWind server hardware needs expanding or fails 
you are not locked into a specific vendor, reducing hardware 
upgrade and replacement costs.

� StarWind is flexible, it doesn’t need to run on a dedicated 
server.

� Since StarWind works with standard server hardware it is 
easy to design custom storage solutions such as offsite 
replication and backup.
